ENGINEERING & NURSING REQUIREMENTS

Bishop’s University does not offer any Engineering or Nursing Programs. Our institution
encourages students who are interested Engineering to double major in Computer Science
and Physics. For Nursing, a student would be encouraged to major in Biochemistry or
Biology with a Health Science concentration. Students at BU have been known to go into
Engineering or Nursing fields through these programs. For a Bachelor of Science, a student
will need one Grade 12 Math and two Grade 12 Sciences as well as two additional
university level courses.
